REGULAR BUSINESS MEETING

MARCH 11, 2009

A regular meeting of the membership of Bethel Baptist Church was held in the People of Hope Center following the 7:00 p.m. prayer meeting on March 11, 2009

Call to Order:  Moderator Rob Camden called the meeting to order at 7:12 p.m.  He opened with prayer.  Mike Rider presented a devotional.

Minutes:  The minutes of the December 3, 2008 meeting were approved as written.

Reports:  The following reports were presented.

Treasurer’s Report:  Doug Turner presented the year end financials (attached) and said that we ended 2008 ahead of budget by $8,492.  He also reviewed the balance sheet (attached).

Trustees’ Report:  Bob Moseley reported that the trustees are now meeting twice a year.  This hasn’t been done in the past, but is being done now because of the note on the new building.

Board of Deacons:  Motion--Chairman Sherwood Dance said that the Board of Deacons nominated Brian Hardy as Sunday School Superintendent for 2009-2010, which means that he will also serve on the Nominating Committee. The Board would also like to nominate Bruce Lewis and Tweedle Richardson to serve on the Nominating Committee for a period not to exceed three years.  The motion passed unanimously.
Church Council:  Ed Powell said that the Church Council will meet next week.  He said that they are looking for group leaders; they have four, but need more.  There will be a change in the way information is collected and disseminated.   He asked those involved to bring proposed dates for events to the meeting.

Building and Grounds Team:  Doug Turner reviewed the items completed in January and February.

1. Carpet was replaced in the hallway in the Educational Building, the Parish Nurse’s office, and the Committee Room (the last two were done using scraps from the hallway).

2. The outdoor lights on trees were removed.

3. The light switch in the Library showcase was installed.

4. Handrails were installed in the sanctuary along the side steps going up to the pulpit.

5. Water fountains were replaced.

6. The driveway was scraped and new gravel was put down.

7. The fluorescent lights in the hallway now all have the same color bulbs.

8. The pod and resource room were cleaned.

9. The defibrillator was installed.

Evangelism Team:  Marsha Bolt said that Gospel Truth appeared here in concert in January.  The team collected magazines and delivered them to Johnston-Willis Hospital.  The following concerts are scheduled:

Kitchen Team:  Mike Rider announced that there will be a workshop this Sunday after the 11 a.m. service to certify kitchen consultants who will be called on when those outside the church use the kitchen.  A fee will be paid.  He thanked Jimmy Morris for caring for the kitchen maintenance.

Personal Service Team:  Aleta Jenkins said that Jean Redmond will be serving in March, April, and May.

Personnel Committee:  Bruce Moseley said that the committee is doing a complete re-write of the employee benefits program.  They hope to finish in May, and will then begin employee evaluations.

Special Missions Team:  Frances Morris said that there is one week left for the “mosquito net” collection.  They have $370 at this time.  They are looking for someone to help with Caritas in getting the guests to showers.  It will basically involve making phone calls.  Ed Powell said that the Caritas representative says that they need a centralized space.  They will use the space on the top floor of the Educational Building.  Between 30 and 35 men will be here.
Technology Team:  Bruce Moseley said that phones have been installed in the Nurse’s and Children’s Director’s offices.  Microphones have been added in the People of Hope Center.  They are working on the web site.

Wednesday Night Dinner Team:  Barbara Burtchett thanked those who have attended the dinners.  She thanked the committee members—Pee Wee and Marshall Cole, Bernice Smith, Dennis Glazener, Jerry Jenkins, Robert Brooks, Tweedle Richardson, Dee and Mike Garland.

Puppet Team:  Frances Morris reported that the team has performed for the 9:00 a.m. Creative Worship service and at the children’s Easter program.  They will perform at a puppet convention and competition in Fredericksburg in April.

Memorial Association:  Bob Moseley reported that they are getting bids for rails by the new steps, and will remove the old steps once the railings are installed.  At this time the Memorial Association is not responsible for the Spears family cemetery.  He asked if the church wants the Memorial Association to take care of it.
Motion:  Jimmy Morris moved that the church approve the Memorial Association’s taking care of the Spears family cemetery.  Sarah Hudson seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

Adjournment:  Mike Rider moved that the meeting be adjourned.  Bruce Moseley seconded the motion.  Jerry Jenkins closed in prayer.  The meeting was adjourned at 8:08 p.m.
